In accordance with the ~mnlbus Budget Reconciliation Act (OBRA) passed in 1990, all employees
who are not participating in either the Public Employees Retirement System (PERS) program or a
Social Security withholding program were to be provided an alternate retirement program as of
January 1, 1992. In spite of this requirement, the city has not provided this alternate program . It is
recommended that the city should contract with PARS to be in compliance.

6.2: Consideration of Resolution # -10 Declaring City-owned Property Located at 1404-1410 Q"V
Mariposa Street Surplus and Setting the Terms for the Sale of the Property (Padilla) P~~L DD

The city took possession of the apartments located at 1404-1410 Mariposa Street in Chowchilla to
satisfy a defaulted loan that had been made through the city's grant-funded revolving business loan
program. The original loan was secured with a lien against this property in the original amount of
$140,000.00 In order to obtain a deed in lieu of foreclosure, the city paid off the first mortgage in the
amount of $44,301.84 The property has been appraised at $235,000 and it is recommended that the
property should be declared surplus and sold to maximize the city's recovery. The proceeds in
excess of the outstanding loan balance which is approximately $127,000 would be returned to the
General Fund.

The proposed agreement with Madera County allows for the transition of
these services to the county effective September 1st.

The current staff within the Community Development Division will be retained and assigned to other
responsibilities, with the exception of the Building Inspector I who has been provided with a layoff
notice effective August 31st
