51 Discussion and Potential Direction to Staff on Proposed Water and Wastewater User Fees
(Padilla)

Assistant City Administrator Padilla presented the item to Council in depth detailing all aspects of the proposed
water and wastewater user fees. He noted that much of what he will be going over has already been
presented to Council at previous meetings: however, there are several new elements with respect to the
studies which is included in the report to Council. The overall goal is to seek Council’s input in terms of the
direction the final rate study should take. The final document should be ready to present by the first meeting of
January 2012. Following the January meeting, there will be a period which letters will be sent out to City
residents, highlighting the proposed water and wastewater fees and scheduling a public hearing date to allow
the public to respond to the notice. The goal is to have the rates implemented by May 1, 2012.

It was the consensus of the City Council to support Option lll: consider water rate proposal with wastewater
rates that do not include the cost of the new treatment plant and return within one year with a new wastewater
proposal that does provide for the construction of the new freatment plant.
