Rabies Vaccination Clinic

The Chowchilla Police
Department holds two rabies
clinics every year in the
spring and fall. The upcoming
Spring Rabies Clinic will be
held at the Police Station
located at 122 Trinity Avenue
on Saturday, March 7 from
9:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon.

The cost is $6 per shot. This
year, the seven in one puppy
shot will also be available for
$20, not including the rabies
vaccination. Three types of
cat vaccines will be offered at

$10 per shot. All cats must be
in carriers. The next rabies
clinic will be held in
September 2009 (date TBA).

City residents are reminded

that all dogs living within the

City limits are required to be
licensed and vaccinated for
rabies once over the age of

four months. Proof of current

rabies vaccination is required

to obtain a license. Dog

licenses are valid for the year
in which they are issued and
expire on December 31 of
